In order to restore factory default settings, please perform Hard
Reset according to the steps below:

1. Power off the Gate module,

2. Press and hold the ‘Reset’ button on themodule (it is
located under bottom cover of the module),

3. Power on the Gate module,

4. Hold down the ‘Reset’ button for at least 10 seconds
– during resetting the green LED will be lit contin-

uously. Correctly performed reset procedure will be
confirmed by 3 short blinks of the green LED,

5. Release the ‘Reset’ button after 10 seconds,

6. Wait until the red and green LEDs start blinking alter-
nately (about 60 seconds) – Emergency Mode.

After completing the procedure, configuration on the
module will be cleared. The module will no longer be
visible in the project (no response to Keep-Alive). To
restore the module, perform CLU Discovery and send
the configuration.
